
Kendall Fire Department

Structure Fire - Kendall Road in Village 
 

At approximately 5:00 PM, on July 3rd, the Kendall Fire Department was dispatched to a 
house fire just north of the four corners in town. Kendall 2 was quickly on the scene and 
reported a working fire. The Morton Fire Department responded with an engine and a 
rescue and Holley responded with an engine as mutual assistance companies. Kendall 1 
came on the scene, assumed command, and requested a fill-in from Carlton, an EMS 
squad from Fancher-Hulberton-Murray, an aerial from Holley and a FAST Team from 
Hamlin. Additional mutual aid moved an engine from Walker into Hamlin and an engine 
from Brockport into Holley. 
 
Kendall’s first due engine positioned in front of the structure and an attack line was 
stretched inside the structure using attack teams made-up of Kendall and Morton 
firefighters. Kendall’s second due engine laid double LDH lines from a hydrant, south of 
the scene, to the first engine, establishing a good water supply for operations. Kendall’s 
second due engine then set-up at a hydrant north of the scene and a third LDH line was 
hand stretched to supply Holley’s aerial. Morton’s engine took a hydrant on Kenmore 
Road and stretched a line, through a fence, to the scene. Kendall manpower was 
augmented by the Morton and Holley responding personnel along with Carlton 
firefighters and Hamlin established the FAST sector in front of the structure, also 
assisting by placing ground ladders to the second floor. 
 
The fire structure, a two story dwelling, was for sale and unoccupied. An Orleans County 
Fire Investigator determined, after a preliminary review, that the fire was electrical in 
origin. It appears to have started on the first floor, burned up through petitions to the 
second floor, extended into a room on the second floor and then into the attic and down 
into other upstairs rooms.  
 
The initial interior attack teams knocked down fire in the first floor rooms at the 
partitions, advanced up a narrow stairway, and were knocking out flames on the second 
floor when it became apparent to Command that the fire had extended into the attic and 
directed all interior firefighters to exit the building. Defensive operations were begun and 
the fire was contained in about an hour. Overhaul continued for about one more hour, 
pulling ceilings, opening walls, and wetting down all remaining hot spots.  
 
The structure was heavily damaged due to the fire originating in the petitions of the 
house, with considerable extension, before the fire was noticed from the exterior and the 
dispatch center notified.
